AVAILABILITY OF EXAMINATION TABLE, FOOT STEPPER, BEDSIDE SCREEN, DOPPLER, 
BAG AND CIVSHND SERVICE CHARTER AT CIVHSNDS 

 
The Chhaya Integrated Village Health Sanitation and Nutrition Days (CiVHSNDs) are an 

important intervention of the National Health Mission (NHM) program. It aims to provide 
Reproductive Maternal, Newborn, Child Health and Nutrition (RMNCHN) services directly to people in 
rural areas. The UPNHM is working to improve the availability, utilization, and quality of these services. 
Around 70% of pregnant women receive ANC services through the CiVHSND program. 

Conducting effective CiVHSNDs can be challenging when it comes to maintaining privacy during 
Abdominal Examinations (AE) for pregnant women. Since these exams usually take place in 
community settings, it's crucial to ensure that privacy is maintained to provide respectful maternal 
care. 

The proposal suggests purchasing a bedside screen to ensure privacy during physical and 
abdominal examinations, as well as an examination bed with a foot stepper. Additionally, a Doppler 
machine, which measures the fetal heart rate and pulse of pregnant women, will be procured. The 
budget also includes a bag for ANMs to carry the necessary logistics to the CiVHSND. 

The availability of the examination table, bedside screen, and Doppler will be measured through 
CiVHSND sessions site observations checklist and service uptake using the ekavach unitized data. 

The budget also includes ‘CiVHND Service Charter’ which enlists integrated CiVHND services. 
This charter is designed to empower the beneficiaries by informing them about the services they can 
avail of, specifically related to RMNCH+N and to improve service uptake. To ensure maximum visibility 
and accessibility, the service charter will be prominently displayed at CiVHND sites.  

Total Budget required for examination table, foot stepper, bedside screen is 2,66,66,450/- and

PROPOSAL 2:  
PNC KIT – A CARING GESTURE TO RECENTLY DELIVERED MOTHERS FROM SERVICE PROVIDERS 

• Postnatal care services are a fundamental component of the continuum of maternal, new-born and child 
care, and key to achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) on reproductive, maternal and 
child health, including targets to reduce maternal mortality rates and end preventable deaths of new-
borns. 

• As per WHO the postnatal period, defined as the period beginning immediately after the birth of the 
baby and extending up to six weeks (42 days), is a critical time for women, new-borns, partners, parents, 
caregivers and families. Yet, during this period, the burden of maternal and neonatal mortality and 
morbidity remains unacceptably high, and opportunities to increase maternal well-being and to support 
nurturing new-born care have not been fully utilized.  As per NFHS 5 in the state of Uttar Pradesh 56% 
of lactating mother were found anaemic and 2.3 % were severely anaemic. After delivery the 
requirement of IFA and calcium is inevitably increased due to blood loss during the delivery and breast 
feeding is being initiated to the new-born. Furthermore, the women after delivery are more vulnerable 
for infections like UTI, so hygiene is also important for them. Even though pregnant women and their 
family prefer to have institutional delivery however after delivery the care which should be given to 
mother is still a area of concern and need attention.   

• Considering the above stated facts and to strengthen the PNC care of mother district Agra has proposed 
printed PNC kit bag for the recently delivered mother in Public facilities. In a PNC kit there will be 180 
IFA tablets, 360 calcium tablets and one packet of sanitary pad with printing on bag about maternal & 
new-born care with danger signs.  As per NFHS 5, in District Agra mothers who received postnatal care 
from doctor/nurse/LHV/ANM/midwife/other health personnel within 2 days of delivery is 77.2 % which 
need to channelize and distribution of PNC kit need to be ensured to recently delivered mothers.  
Although institutional delivery of district is significantly improved upto 89.1 % and deliveries in public 
facility is 43 %.  

• Total requirement of PNC kit bag is as per number of women delivered in public facilities is 47,789*2 in 
18 facilities (including district HQ & block) & total estimated budget for printed PNC kit bag is Rs.19,11 
560/- for two years. Block wise requirement and budget is as follows:

PROPOSAL 3: CIVHND DRUG STORAGE TRUNK FOR ASHAs   

• CiVHNSD is a platform to provide critical health services as in ANC, immunization & family planning to 
the target beneficiaries.  To provide these services front line workers required lots of logistics as in BP 
apparatus, stethoscope, HB digital meter, drugs (IFA and calcium), & FP commodities at CiVHNSD site. 
Since it is very difficult for ANMs to carry drugs and FP commodities at each CiVHNSD sites because of 
huge quantity. There is a need to establish a mechanism to ensure availability of essential logistics & 
drugs at ASHA level for CiVHNSD.  

• Considering this constraint of transportation of drugs & FP commodities at 8 CiVHNSD per month, 
District Agra is proposing a drug storage trunk for 2626 ASHAs to keep these material safely and ensure 
availability at CiVHNSD.  Total estimated cost for each drug storage trunk is Rs. 1000/-.  Specification of 
storage trunk is rectangular shape with ~30"L x 18'' W x 15"H. Total estimated budget for 2626 ASHAs 
is Rs. 26,26,000/-.  Block wise requirement and Budget sheet is as follows:

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PROPOSAL 4:  
DIGITAL WEIGHING SCALE FOR ALL THE ASHAS TO STRENGTHEN THE HBNC VISIT: 

A new-born baby's birth weight is an important indicator of health. Making an accurate weight 
measurement at birth and during home visit by ASHAs up to 42 days is crucial for babies.  In case of Low birth 
weight babies or underweight they may be more susceptible to infection or health complications and require 
urgent and immediate additional care.  

As per NFHS 5, the prevalence of low birth weight babies is 20% against the live births. The neonatal 
period (the first 28 days) of life, carries the highest risk of mortality (46%) than any other period during childhood 
with 75% deaths occurring within the first 24 hours. Out of all the neonatal deaths, roughly 26,250 (43.7%) new-
borns die due to prematurity and low-birth weight. Hence Weighing is one of the critical component of HBNC 
visit by ASHAs to early identify the LBW babies and Underweight babies. However currently available weighing 
scale is manual and frequently error comes in reading accurate weight of babies. In newborn even difference of 
100 grams’ weight is also matters and need attention on it if there are reduction in babies’ weight. Considering 
the quality issue and accurate weight measurement importance district (Agra) proposes digital weighing scale 
for all 2626 working ASHAs. Unit cost of one digital weighing scale with bag to hang baby is Rs. 1500/- per ASHA.

PROPOSAL 5:  
STRENGTHEN BIRTH PREPAREDNESS THROUGH PRASAV POTLI & PNC CARDS: 
• Birth preparedness and complication readiness is a strategy to promote the timely use of skilled 

maternal and neonatal care, especially during childbirth and after delivery. Based on the theory that 
preparing for childbirth and being ready for complications reduce delay in obtaining care. As soon as 
any woman gets pregnant ASHA counselled pregnant women and their families on birth preparedness 
and further ensures that they are aware about danger signs and do all the necessary preparation which 
helps to get timely services. In third trimester ANM review pregnant women birth preparedness and 
complication readiness. In this regards it is important to frequently remind pregnant women and her 
family about the same. Hence, District Agra proposes prasav potali (a jute bag with printed messages 
about birth preparedness, danger signs during pregnancy and new born danger signs) for pregnant 
women i.e. 87258. Estimated cost of each prasav potli is Rs. 25/- along with printing on bag.  

• Likewise, PNC card will also help beneficiaries (Mother) to track ASHA visits, ensuring effective home 
based maternal and new born care. Simultaneously ASHA also ensure to conduct timely visit to provide 
effective HBNC. UP-TSU have developed a PNC cards to display at their home to remind them about the 
services and danger signs. This card will be in sticker form, which is divided into two parts. The first half

PROPOSAL 6:  
STRENGTHENING REVIEW MECHANISM THROUGH SANKUL MEETING: 

• The ASHA Sanginis are responsible for providing supportive supervision to 20 to 25 ASHAs in their 
respective cluster catchment areas. The current cluster meetings organized with 40 -45 ASHAs 
representing from 2 to 3 ASHA Sanginis catchment areas at the Block level, which makes it 
operationally infeasible to interact with all the ASHAs within their respective catchment areas. To 
address this limitation, a 'Sankul meeting' has been proposed at each Sangini level, which sets very 
specific objectives. During this meeting, all ASHAs of one Sangini's cluster assemble in one place, and 
the Sangini closely reviews their performance and collects monthly reports within a set timeline. Since 
the number of ASHAs is limited to one Sankul meeting, each ASHA participates in discussion, sharing 
of experiences, supporting their peers in overcoming field challenges, suggesting way forward along 
with monthly report compilation and review of data for further planning.  

• Sankul meeting is a platform where ASHA Sangini can closely review her ASHAs through digital 
application (E-Kawach) and support in the enumeration. The Sankul Meeting also helps Sangini to 
strengthen interpersonal skills and build trust among ASHAs to boost team building among all of her 
ASHAs. Therefore, Monthly Sankul meeting is proposed as one of the key activities for Sanginis. 

• Sankul meeting is being proposed by District Agra for FY 2024-26 (119 of Sangini) sankul meeting in 15 
blocks will be planned every month. ASHA Sanginis incentives for 24 days’ field visit hence only 
incentive for 2620 ASHAs proposed under this activity.  

• Estimated Budget:  Incentive of Rs. 100/- proposed for each ASHA for 24 months to participate in 
monthly Sankul meeting in District Agra. Total budget estimated based on number of ASHAs for 18 
months. Total estimated budget is Rs. 62,88,000 for 2620 ASHAs (Per ASHAs 1800/- to attend 24 
meetings in 2 years).

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PROPOSAL 7:  
MOTHER’S GROUP MEETING AT ASHA LEVEL 

GoUP, with the support of UPTSU, has facilitated the formation of mother's groups and their meetings 
to enhance postnatal care, such as immunization, MIYCN, and family planning services. The Government of 
India has approved mother's group meetings in 28 districts in PIP 2021 -22. The primary goal of these meetings 
is to enhance postnatal RMNCH+N behaviours through peer learning and increase access to RMNCH+N services 
within the community. The initiative serves as a platform for mothers to share experiences and learn about 
maternal and child health, family planning, and nutrition. The ultimate goal is to improve safe practices and 
increase the uptake of services. 

ASHA will organize mother groups composed of recently delivered mothers within her catchment area 
and coordinate these mothers for structured meetings every other month. This initiative will have a total of 12 
meetings within a span of two years, with six meetings held each year. Women will lead these meetings with 
support from ASHA, and a budget of Rs 1200 per ASHA for two years has been proposed to cover the costs of 
mobilization and facilitation. 
Proposed Budget: In Disitrct Agra’s for 2620 ASHAs incentive has been proposed to facilitate the mother 
meeting once in two months. As per proposal Rs. 200/- per ASHA per meeting on alternate month for 2 years 
projected in PIP.

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PROPOSAL 9:  
GESTATIONAL DIABETES MELLITUS TESTING ACROSS ALL THE CIVHNSD SITES: 

Gestational diabetes is diabetes diagnosed for the first time during pregnancy (gestation) and 
it causes high blood sugar that can affect pregnancy and foetus health. High blood sugar around the 
time of conception increases babies' risk of birth defects, stillbirth, and preterm birth. Hence to reduce 
these consequences during pregnancy with the management of GDM by early diagnosis is required 
but due to unavailability of glucometer, strips and glucose packets, pregnant women doesn’t undergo 
this test and GDM remain undiagnosed in many vulnerable pregnant women.  

GoUP guideline stated evidently that It is essential for all the pregnant women to have GDM 
test during pregnancy. For Early diagnosis and management of GDM, district Agra is proposing for 
GDM test for estimated 87256 pregnant women at least two times during ANC check-up either at 
CiVHNSD sites or at facility. Hence for GDM testing, budget estimation done based on requirement of 
1000 glucose-strips per ANMs @ unit cost of Rs. 3/- and Glucose packets (75gm) for total estimated 
PWs for two times GDM test @ unit cost of Rs. 9/-. Total Glucometer required for 419 ANMs of Agra 
District & 4, 19,000/- glucose-strips and 3, 49, 024 Glucose packet required for two times testing of 
GDM of 87256 PWs .  

Total Required and estimated budget for glucose-strips is Rs. 12, 57,000/- & for Glucose packets 
(75gm) required budget is Rs. 3141216/-. Total proposed budget for GDM testing in Agra district is 
Rs. 43,98,216/-.

CAPACITY BUILDING OF CHO, ANM, SANGINIS & ASHAS TO ROLL OUT CIVHNSD 
For the provision of beneficiary-centric, systematic, and customized health and nutrition 

services in rural and urban areas on a fixed day of every month, a Government Order has been issued 
in Feb 2023 to operationalize “Chhaya integrated Village/Urban Health, Sanitation and Nutrition Day” 
(CiVHSND/CiUHSND) across the state of Uttar Pradesh. 

Furthermore, for the effective implementation a detailed guideline has been issued by MD 
NHM in June 2023 to all the CMOs to carrying out the activities to deliver systematic, customized and 
beneficiary centric package of defined RMNCH+N services for women and children enabling 
convergence to expand the quality and effectiveness of services.  

Hence, for the effective roll out of CiVHSND capacity building of all the community health 
workers as in CHOs, ANMs Sangini and ASHAs is prerequisite. In District Agra training need to be roll 
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out in two phases , in 1

 phase 2 days training of all the 293 CHOs and 419 ANMs will be done in 24 

batches at block level and in 2
nd

 phase one day orientation of 2626 ASHAs and 116 ASHA sanginis will 
be oriented in 91 batches.

As per UPKSK, currently 25,573 sub-centres (SC) are functional in Uttar Pradesh. With the objective of 

provision of effective services in outreach areas with catering 5000 populations through each SC, GOI has given 
approval for 5000 new SC for 71 district’s 739 blocks in SPIP 2022-24 of NHM UP. In district (Agra)  

In FY 2022-23, Directorate Health & Family welfare, National Health Mission with the support of Uttar 
Pradesh Technical support unit has taken initiative of 12 days’ induction of newly joined ANMs (7 days’ 
technical session and 5 days’ skill based practice session).

• Care during and after pregnancy is important for reducing MMR and IMR and leading of MMR 
is maternal anaemia. As per NFHS 4 data shows prevalence of Anaemia among pregnant 
women's were 39 % and as per NFHS 5 data prevalence of anaemia is increased by 63 % which 
impacting health of pregnant women's and also development of child as well. 

• Maternal Anaemia is the fundamental component of the continuum of maternal, new-born and 
child care, and key to achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) on reproductive, 
maternal and child health, including targets to reduce maternal mortality rates and end 
preventable deaths of women's and child. 

• Targeting same we  are planning to setup anemia management center at each facility where 
testing of anemia, distribution of IFA, calcium, folic acid, deworming of PW, administration of 
iron sucrose, blood transfusion, and counseling related to maternal nutrition will be provided at 
the center. 

• All logistics including (digital hemoglobinometer, weight machine, IFA, Calcium, iron sucrose 
injection, albendazole tablets, IEC for counselling, also mage, table, chair) will be ensure at 
center  

• We also planning to deploy ANM/ HV/Staff nurse at center which will provide counseling service 
at the center.
